A £ LOADING ON MARKET STREET
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Better Market Street would re-locate the existing loading bays
to new sidewalk-level loading zones, at either the same location
or as close as possible. The new loading zones would be between
the bikeway and the pedestrian throughway.

Incentives, restrictions, and enforcement would encourage
commercial loading on Market Street outside of bicycling rush
hour times. We also have identified opportunities for additional
commercial loading on streets adjacent to Market. Cross street
and side street loading zones would be available for private
vehicle, including Uber and Lyft, passenger loading.
